Use one game board for two games. 

 

1. Subject Pronoun Play 1 

a. Turn green number (1,2, and 3) cards face down. 

b. Student turns over one of the green cards and moves that many spaces. 

Whatever space the student lands on, he looks at the number on the space. He 

chooses that number strip in the sentence strip pack.  

c. Student reads the sentence and decides which pronoun replaces the underline 

text. 

d. To win, student must land exactly on the End space.  

 

2. Subject Pronoun Play 2 

 

a. Turn green number (1,2, and 3) cards face down. 

b. Student turns over one of the green cards and moves that many spaces. 

Whatever space the student lands on, he looks at the number on the space. He 

chooses that number strip in the sentence strip pack.  

c. Student reads the sentence and decides which word in the sentence is a 

pronoun. 

d. To win, student must land exactly on the End space.  

 

To keep the strips together and in order, hole punch the circle at the right of each strip, then attach with a 

paper fastener, binder ring, or yarn.
